· Complete and sign the Recommendation Authorization form.  This form will be used by the College of Education to solicit faculty and adviser recommendations.  

· Complete and submit Rodel application with Student Teaching/Graduation Application Packet. (Download application from www.rodelaz.org)

· Attend all required Rodel meetings.

· Interview with Rodel Committee.
 FORMCHECKBOX 

Taking a Course concurrently with student teaching (limited to 3 units)
To take a course concurrently with student teaching, the following requirements must be met:
· Must have cumulative NAU GPA of at least 3.00 at the time of application.
· Must be a liberal studies, elective, or emphasis course (with the exception of ESL, BME, and Early Childhood).
· Provide the course number (i.e. MUS 100) and title (i.e. Introduction to Music).

· Provide the location, time and place of the course.

· Provide rationale for taking this course concurrently and why it was not taken prior to student teaching.

Note:  No education, foundation, curriculum, or methods courses can be taken concurrently during student teaching.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Middle School Placement for Elementary Majors
To be eligible for a middle school placement, the following requirements must be met:

· Students must indicate the reason for the request.  
· Take the APEA Middle Grade content exam(s) for the content(s) requested.

· Provide the passing score(s) for APEA Middle Grade content exam(s).

Note:  Elementary majors will only be allowed to student teach in these areas (with evidence of passing AEPA scores):

· Social Studies

· Math

· English

· Science 

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Out-of-State Student Teaching
To be eligible for an out-of-state placement, the following requirements must be met:
· Must have cumulative NAU GPA of at least 3.00 at the time of application.
· Provide a rationale for consideration to student teach Out-of-State.
· Complete and sign the Recommendation Authorization form.  This form will be used by the College of Education to solicit faculty and adviser recommendations. 
· Attend all required Out-of-State meetings.

· Provide district and school contact information in your proposed out-of-state student teaching location upon request.

· Adhere to any district policies regarding student teaching placements. (These may be additional to NAU standard guidelines.)

· Pay any additional costs that exceed the usual NAU costs for a student teacher, cooperating teacher or university supervisor.

Note: Out-of-state student teachers often do not know their exact student teaching placement until a short time before the actual student teaching is to begin.
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
