Changing the language of line D (transition point #3):

Current language reads: “Technology instruction that impacts student learning”—however, NCATE does not require demonstrating the impact on student learning, it just requires using technology to teach all students.

New language (taken from NCATE standards) reads: “Completion of technology instruction to support teaching and learning.”

a. Completion of university supervisor evaluation (to include SPA evaluation where applicable)

· Disposition evaluation

b. Completion of cooperating teaching evaluation

· Disposition evaluation
c. Completion of portfolio evaluation (rubric) (Marilee will ask Kathy if we need this)
