Update on where things are with student teaching supervision (Troy).

Task Stream:

· 48% of students doing student teaching do not have a subscription

· Some students’ subscriptions will run out before student teaching ends

· 66% will not have Task Stream by the end of January

· Student teachers will not be required to have Task Stream for the Spring 2007 semester

· Paul Alley put together a data base to archive and manipulate data from evaluations coming in.

· There are on-going technical difficulties, especially for Elementary and Special Education majors.

Signature Assignment:

Mary White went over the handout “Additional Information Regarding Signature Assignment”


Students will submit this assignment by attachment either by email or in Task Stream.

Kathy suggests forming a task force to create a rubric.  Those interested are asked to stay after the meeting.

The signature assignment does not affect graduation or grade this semester, but is still required to be turned in by all student teachers.

Rubrics for the signature assignment will be specific to content area at the secondary level.

Students this semester will not receive feedback or be graded on this assignment.

Marilee will send the sample rubric by email attachment.

Discussion of Transition Point #2 and #3:

At what level is a passing level for student teaching candidates?  Should they be evaluated by item, section, or overall?

What do student teachers need to demonstrate before they get an institutional recommendation?

For the next meeting we will look at the evaluation form and identify the ones that student teachers have to meet in order to pass.

Concerns expressed about the idea of isolating one criteria the students have to meet or they will fail student teaching.  Troy: our method right now is to look at the overall picture.

Suggestion to include a rubric for each section of the evaluation.

How can we best evidence that our student teachers are meeting Arizona State Professional Standards?

Revisit the evaluation form in terms of what university supervisors observe vs. what cooperating teacher observe.

Kathy: we have to document that students meet standards for specific skills, dispositions, etc.

Steve: maybe hold off on this discussion until we see the data from this semester?
