STC Meeting Minutes—February 21, 2007
Student Appeal:
Meeting begins with a student appeal regarding a student not accepted to the DODs program.  Student has appealed and the STC committee will make the final decision regarding the appeal.

Troy presents information and materials regarding the appeal and then leaves the room. Committee discussion is off-record.  Committee votes to uphold the decision to turn down the student’s application.

Discussion of Signature Assignment Concerns:

Student teachers in the field have expressed concerns regarding the signature assignment and have sent letters and emails.

· Assignment is too long (however, other campuses, such as ASU, have more extensive assignment requirements during student teaching)

· Assignment has been “sprung” on student teachers with little notice

· The issue is not so much the assignment but how it has been presented.

Signature assignment must be completed to pass student teaching but will not be graded or evaluated in terms of quality this semester.  Evaluation of the signature assignments is to be determined.

Discussion of Notes/Requests from Kathy Hildebrand (handout):

Confusion about whether or not the rubric for the signature assignment has been approved.  There was discussion in the last meeting regarding possible changes to the rubric.

Suggested changes to rubric:

· Rubric needs to be condensed

· The language of the rubric is not being used in the students’ classes

· Does the rubric need to be universal to the content areas?

Committee reaffirms that the rubric has not been approved.

Clarification needed from Kathy on whether the assignment and rubric have to be standardized across all areas.

Discussion of Student Teaching Evaluation:

For this semester, no one criteria on the student teaching evaluation will take precedence over another and an overall evaluation of all criteria across the board, plus other factors during student teaching will determine whether or not a student passes student teaching.

STC committee will revisit evaluation, syllabus, rubric, and signature assignment in future meetings.
