STC Meeting Minutes—Wednesday, February 7, 2007
This will be a short meeting since three members have other meetings at 2:00.

Discussion of rubric for signature assignment:

· All SPAs and units can start with the rubric and add additional objectives and details as needed.  Marilee will work on fitting this with elementary.

· Troy: “Can we standardize this across programs?” (including secondary?)

· Concern expressed that the rubric will require a lot of interpretation by supervisors.

Discussion of technology section:

· Use of technology required as part of the rubric.

· Signature assignment does not have to include technology but it should be part of planning instruction for student teaching.

· Concern expressed that technology is not mentioned in the assignment description.  If it’s not in the assignment description is it fair to have it in the rubric?

· Committee decides that for this semester technology won’t be required but the language of the assignment description will be changed for next semester.

Questions and concerns about the rubric:

· Does the rubric align with the syllabus and the assignment description?

· Concern about the language used in the rubric.  Is this accessible to all students and areas?

· Marilee: “I think giving the rubric to the student teachers will confuse them even more.

· Troy: “I don’t think sending the rubric will impact the collection of data.”

· It’s agreed upon by the committee that student teachers will be given the assignment description for the signature assignment but that the rubric will not go the student this semester.  Kathy reminds everyone that the signature assignment is due by April 13.

· Discussion with Kathy about the possible inclusion of an information sheet or glossary to go with the rubric.
