Three things to go over at this meeting:

· Transition point #3

· Evaluation form

· Brief discussion of syllabus

Marilee presented transition point #3 to USTEC

Suggestions made in USTEC:

#3 on matrix in column one (criteria evidenced during student teaching experience)

Change “successfully completes unit” to “takes responsibility for a unit”

Change in remediation process to “additional time to meet requirements”

Question: “When does remediation stop?”

Answer from Troy: “Typically after 32 weeks.”

Remediation should begin during the 16 weeks if the student is in danger of failing.

Two stages of remediation: 1) during student teaching and 2) after the student teaching has gone 16 weeks

Request to add information about the remediation process to the transition point #3 matrix.

Task Stream

To manage data it must be loaded onto Task Stream.
All student teachers will be required to use Task Stream.
All students will have an account

· Students who currently have an account will maintain their account through their student teaching semester

· Student who do not have an account will be given an account and their information will be loaded onto Task Stream for data analysis

· NCATE required 100% of the data

Cooperating teachers will have the option of submitting midterm and final evaluations as paper copies.
Items that need to be housed in Task Stream:
· Evaluations 

· Portfolio artifacts

· Journal? (concerns expressed about posting journals)

Discussion of student teaching syllabus, which will have to be aligned with transition point #2, which hasn’t been finalized.

The student teaching handbook is no longer available at the bookstore but is available for free on-line.

To Do:

· Troy will notify supervisors before Spring semester about what needs to be included in portfolio
