Student Teaching Supervision

1. Who is eligible to supervise student teachers?

· Student teacher supervisors must be teachers who are “highly accomplished” and this is up to each area to determine.

· Each program area must establish criteria for “highly accomplished” according to their SPAs.  However, some program areas don’t supervise, or have SPAs, and leave that up to C.O.E. to determine.

· Concern expressed that it will be difficult not to violate those criteria with the high demand for supervisors and some outstanding supervisors may not be “highly accomplished” on paper.

2. How is this to be documented?

· A web form with a 1-page vita is being created for supervisors to fill out on-line.

· Maybe have a 1 credit hour on-line course that all university supervisors have to complete and also maybe have a mentorship program built into the departments.

· Concerns expressed: Let’s start small with the possibility of a 30-minute on-line tutorial.

3. What are the requirements to be a cooperating teacher?

· That’s up to the individual schools and districts.  Some require three years of teaching but there are exceptions.

· Discussion of placement procedures for placement of student teachers in Arizona.

4. Discussion of student teaching evaluation form

· The form will remain status quo for this semester.  However, new criteria must be determined before the end of the semester for the fall.

· Standards 1-4 have been addressed.

· Standards 5-8 have to be better represented, we will work on this next meeting, April 11.

· Program areas will have to determine specific criteria for passing student teaching.

· What criteria will determine passing/not passing?

· Suggestion made to change student teaching grade from pass/fail to a letter grade.

Announcements from Kathy

· The dispositions committee met and decided that the dispositions will to out the departments.

· USTEC still has to vote on the dispositions.

· The language only (not procedures) is being approved.

· Kathy has been approved to form a unit assessment council to make sense of date for program improvement.  There will be on representative from each program area.  The council will make recommendations based on results.
