I sure hope we'll have a good summer together.

As you might have heard from your peers.........this class has quite some reputation. It is not an easy class. Although I cut around 35% of the homework of the regular semester's web class (a regular semester has 16 weeks to cover all the topics), it is still a lot of work. It is your third accounting class (after ACCT 255 and HA260) and therefore again a little more difficult. I just wanted to point this out to you, so you will not be surprised by the level of the class or the assignments. Please browse through some of the lessons and see what it entails: you have to be very familiar with Excel, for instance. 

If you are located in Flagstaff you have the option to take the regular class (that class starts the 20th of May), and I personally would always advise to take a regular class over a web-based accounting class.

About your homework that needs to be send to me: Every topic has review questions, and they are usually the first ASSIGNMENT. But: you do not need to send them in to me!! They are for you to do yourself, to make sure that you cover all the important issues of the text. Since the exams are open book it is probably advantageous for you to do the review questions. NOTE: Exams are on June 27, and August 5, between 3-5:30 PM, Arizona time. Make arrangements now....

Please keep track of your grades. I will send out an update on your standing in the class after the grading of the midterm. Another one will be send out a week before the final.


One thing that would help you to go through this class is a buddy. It is advisable to have someone in the same class to share your concerns, help you with some Excel formulas, etc. There are 20 people in this class at the moment, so you should be able to find a peer. You can also use the virtual conference center as a medium to discuss difficulties or concerns. (The VCC has different sections for the 4 modules.) It will work so much smoother "with a little help of your friends...." You will find the button to enter the VCC under the section "Communicate". Advice: add it as a bookmark.

For any technical questions you need to visit or contact the DANA help desk (phone: 9294). They are open 24/7.  NOTE: When you are opening up an Excel file in the class, and if it does not open up immediately to Excel, you just click “save file” first. It is wise to create a folder on your Z-drive for the files of this class.

I will not be here the first week of class (May 12-20), but your first homework is due the 20th by 8 PM. (See syllabus.) Since you cannot contact me with any difficulties, I will grade those first assignments very leniently, of course. 

I plan to check emails (and assignments) for this class every Tuesday and Thursday. If you have an emergency that needs my attention immediately, you could try to call me (office: 928-523-1921 or home: 928-526-1486). For the people on the Flagstaff campus: my office hours are Tuesday & Thursday from 9-11 AM.
