· Have students hypothesize about the attributes of the concept (what characteristics do the examples all have in common) and to record reasons for their speculation. Ask additional questions to help focus student thinking and to get them to compare attributes of the examples and non examples.



















· Based on the critical attributes the students have identified, get them to come up with the definition of the concept.

Analyze Student Thinking

When students appear to know the concept, they  name (label) the concept and describe the process they used for identifying it. Students may guess the concept early in the lesson, but you need to continue to present examples and non-examples until the students attain the critical attributes of the concept, a definition for the concept, as well as the name of the concept. (4)
Ask students to reflect on what was going through their minds as they were considering the concepts. What criteria did they use for grouping items?
