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1. Let E, F and G be the points where the inscribed circle of AABC touches sides a, b and c¢ respectively.
Show that AE, BF and C'G are concurrent. The common point is called the Gergonne point.

2. Show that the reflection H) of the orthocenter H of AABC with respect to side a lies on the circumcirle.
