Methods/Models of Instruction Comparisons of Effects, Environment, and Syntax

Each model of teaching makes sense because it is appropriate for the specific objectives/goals/purposes of the lesson. For example, it would make no sense to choose the presentation (lecture) model to get students to explore their feelings about an issue. Thus, models are not interchangeable -- they make sense only if they contribute to what you want students to learn. Another way to think of this is to ask yourself, what are the instructional effects of this model? 
Each model also has implications for how you should structure the learning environment, which goes beyond a seating arrangement. You can easily lecture to kids sitting passively in rows; the same arrangement (and passivity) would be deadly to a cooperative learning activity. So, you "need to consider the implications for your classroom in using a given model.

Finally, each model has a syntax. or series of steps to follow. For example when you teach a direct instruction lesson (which is appropriate for teaching procedural knowledge or skills), you have to be certain that one of the steps you include is guided practice, etc.

As you learn each model of instruction, be sure to examine these elements and note the distinctions between them. Attached is a diagram that will help you to do that for each model we have learned in this class.

I. Learner Outcomes

CONTENT: 

Three Features of the Presentation Model Declarative Knowledge

1. Assimilation of New Information

2. Conceptual Structures

3. Habits of Listening and Thinking

1. Assimilation: *The main point for assimilating knowledge is connecting new information with prior learning Establishing set, Objectives, Advanced Organizer, Graphic Organizer strengthens and extends student thinking. Preparing students with information about what you are about to present and tying it to previous knowledge supports the research about how we learn. 

2. Conceptual Structures: *The main point of this learner outcome is how to organize information in a logical fashion. Each discipline has a structure and this structure is the means for organizing information about topics, for dividing information into various categories and for showing relationships among various categories of information. Key ideas should be taught rather than a list of disparate facts or bits of information. Bruner (1960) gave the example of knowing about a house is not a matter of knowing about a collection of nails, shingles, wallboards, and windows. You need to understand the whole concept of house. I like to use the example of dance. Knowing where to put your feet does not signify knowing about dance.

3. Habits of listening and thinking: The presentation model is teacher centered. The graphic organizer is a tool to help the student listen actively. Declarative Knowledge

II. Syntax: There are four phases:

1.Clarify aims and establish set: Teacher goes over the objectives of the lesson and gets students ready to learn

2.Present advance organizer: Present advance organizer, making sure that it provides a framework for later learning materials and is connected to students’ prior knowledge
3.Present learning Materials: Present learning materials, paying special attention to their logical ordering and meaningfulness to students
4.Check for understanding: Ask questions and elicit student responses to the presentation to extend student thinking and encourage precise and critical thinking.

III. Environment: Teacher centered. Structured very tightly. The teacher is an active presenter. Quiet area with good visibility. Students need to be sufficiently motivated to watch and listen.  Govern Student talk, pacing, dealing with misbehavior.
