Go to the course webpage (http://jan.ucc.nau.edu/~tct/) and open the adobe acrobat file entitled Alternative Management Guidelines for Deer.  This file is taken from the AZGFD website.  Answer completely and concisely all parts of questions 1-4 based on that document:

1. What were the management goals for these hunt units as directed by the Commission?  (state in your own words what the management goals were, don’t get mired in the technicalities of the objectives.  Give me the major goals the commission wanted hunts in these areas to achieve in terms of both biological goals and hunter satisfaction goals.)
2. Note that several different hunting seasons are described here.  Would hunt success (the proportion of hunters that killed a deer) be the same for muzzleloader, archery and general rifle seasons?  How would this affect how many permits could be issued for each type of hunt?

3. Go to page 6 of this document under the heading Alternate Management Guidelines.  Look at the hunts proposed for Units 12A, 12B, 13A and 13B.  Note that the number of hunting permits allotted during different seasons is based on different criteria.  What is the management objective managers are trying to meet for each of these seasons?:

A) During the Early General Season, Juniors Only and Muzzleloader Season?

B) During the Late General Season?

C) During the Antlerless season? 

4. A) Given the criteria the AZGFD is using to determine the number of permits given out, are they assuming hunting will be compensatory, additive, or sometimes one and sometimes the other?  B)  Draw a graph like those we discussed in class relating survival to harvest (the ones that compare additive to compensatory factors) and draw a circle on this graph that indicates the region that these AZGFD guidelines appear to be operating in.

5. Based on the example of NEPA in the Ruby Lake example described in your text, A) why would NEPA be implemented in this case?  B) What data were gathered to understand the potential impacts during the development of the EIS?  C)  Which of Kellert’s value categories would you expect to find dominating each of the following groups involved in the case: waterskiers, animal rights group, refuge managers.  D)  Before the animal rights group challenged the final management plan in court, was the management plan adopted by the refuge the best for wildlife and in keeping with the primary purpose of a national wildlife refuge?  Why or why not?
